It is hard to believe that at our Board meeting last week, we were already discussing the Win-
ter Circuit. Where has 2010 gone?  Well it has been an exciting year and the Board has been 
listening to everyone and trying to understand the concerns and recommendations for our 
cuttings. We know that a few of our members may not like some changes, but it is what the 
Board has worked on and feels what is best for the club’s members as a whole and its future 
growth and sustainability.

So where to start? I will try to do this in chronological order with brief explanation without 
rambling.

First, I would like to introduce Terry Temple of Temple Media.  She will be maintaining and 
expanding our website and making sure our newsletter is out in a timely manner.  We will be 
able to have classifieds and ads on the web site and newsletter as a revenue source to help 
pay for the service.   Welcome Terry!  

The Fall Series shows:
September 4 & 5 with Sunday’s fresh cow class the 15,000 Amt.
October 2 & 3 with Sunday’s fresh cow class the 35,000 NP
October 30 & 31 FCHA & Suncoast  Qualifying show - Sunday’s fresh cow class will be 15,000 
NHNP

Now, first big change; The FCHA Year End awards will be given out at the end of each class on 
Sunday,  October 31st.  We will not have the awards banquet at the Winter Circuit as in recent 
years, we want to present awards at the end of the show year instead of making everyone 
wait another 60 days for New Years Eve.  We will also be doing the drawing for the two saddles 
and awarding the Shadow Trailer Horse of The Year award that day as well.

At the Winter Circuit, as just mentioned, we will not be doing the banquet and awards; we will 
have a New Years Eve FCHA reception with small foods and snacks, soft drinks (this will be a 
BYOB event for liability issues) and music for everyone.  Knowing the show can go late that 
day, evening events were just going on too long. For the Winter Circuit, we have committees 
working hard to secure (new & improved) tents and hook ups for all.  

Also, monies won at the Winter Circuit will not count for FCHA Year End Awards.  Separate 
circuit awards will be given at the end of the circuit.  The FCHA point year will begin with the 
February show. 
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The 2011 Show Year
We will be moving our show dates to the second weekend of month.  This will put at least one 
week between the FCHA show and the SSCHA (Plant City show).

STALLS RESERVATIONS: Cindy Ingram (727) 856-6016 ABSOLUTE DEADLINE: August 30th. Stalls are
$50 for the weekend and must be paid for, used or not. First bedding included. No charge for stalled turn-
back horses ONLY if pre-approved at office before show starts.
GROUNDS FEE: Horse not using stall, $18 fee for weekend
RV HOOKUPS: $20/day. Locations are first come, first serve. If you park in front of an RV slot you will be charged for 
it, hooked up, or not.
NCHA MEMBERSHIPS: Both the owner AND rider for all classes must be NCHA members. NCHA membership ap-
plications can be completed in the show office or online at www.nchacuting.com
FCHA MEMBERSHIPS: If you have not completed a 2010 FCHA membership card, see the show secretary.
FCHA memberships must be paid by the end of the show for that show’s money to be counted for year-end
awards. Example: If you showed at the Winter Circuit, but did not pay your membership until the February
show, only February’s earnings will count towards year-end awards, not earnings from the Winter Circuit. It
is the owner and exhibitor’s responsibility to complete a membership card. You must show in 50% of the
classes offered throughout the year to be eligible for year end awards.
HEALTH/HORSE PAPERS: Health papers and negative coggins are required when entering and leaving
Florida. Horse registration papers and NCHA membership card required at show.
